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1. Q: During our conflicts check, we discovered that our firm is adverse to the State of Wisconsin on a couple of fronts. Assuming our firm can get the necessary waivers from our clients, would you still welcome a proposal? (Appendix B. 1. The firm has no conflict of interest with regard to any other work performed by the firm for the State of Wisconsin)
A: ETF will welcome your proposal provided the issue is addressed in your transmittal letter. (Section A 2.4 b Tab 1 Transmittal letter 8.) “Any exceptions to the contract language found in the RFP…”. Exceptions to the RFP will be considered when reviewed. (Section A. 3.2 Proposal scoring & Section A. 3.3 Evaluation criteria) 
When completing Mandatory Requirements: Appendix B. 1. state “yes” “no conflicts of interest” with the caveat of exceptions listed in Transmittal letter.
