Q1 When in 2010 do you anticipate the audit to be performed (i.e. Starting in which month)?  
A1 We are interested in having the audit begin in the first quarter of 2010.

Q2 To what extent was audit work conducted offsite?  
A2 There is no specific requirement for the auditor to perform their audit work offsite.  We are open to different methods.  However, in the past, the auditor spent approximately one week on-site at the Standard Plan Administrator’s main office, auditing.  Then, when the audit was complete, the auditor came to Madison, Wisconsin, to present their findings to ETF and the Administrator’s staff.

Q3 What has been the historical timing of the final fieldwork for the Group Health Insurance Plan?  
A3 The timeline for the audit is to be agreed upon between ETF, the auditor, and the Standard Plan Administrator.  Preferably, audits begin in the first quarter of the year following the end of the period to be audited, and the results are finalized in October.  However, if extenuating circumstances arise, this timeline can change.
