Q1 Section A, Subsection 1.10 of the RFP states that "the selected contractor shall maintain errors and omissions insurance in an amount acceptable to the Department in force during the contract period" and that "any exceptions to this requirement must be stated in writing and included in the proposal submitted".  In order for bidders to determine whether an exeception need be taken and in order that the State may evaluate various bids on an 'apples to apples' basis, will the State clarify in advance of the bid deadline what it considers to be a 'reasonable amount'?

A1 This item will be addressed at contract negotiations.
Q2 May we receive a list of all the respondents letters of intent to which audit they intend to respond?

A2 No.  Until contracts are signed this information is confidential.  An abstract of the RFP results will be posted after contracts are signed.
Q3 You state in Q&A Set 1 - General Questions for ETJ0001-ETF0005  A 14, that the audit would be based on Standards for Attestation Engagements (SSAE). However, after reading the audit report for Group Health Insurance conducted by CTI it appears that they did not conduct an the audit in accordance with SSAE. Is this a change in requirement from previous audits for the Group Health Insurance?
A2 The standard for these RFPs is SSAE.
