Q1		Do any of the pages have bleeds? 

A1		There are no bleeds in the Trust Fund News.

Q2 	Does the State have a UPS account, or do we need to calculate and include shipping costs into our bids? 

A2	The vendor may select a ground carrier of their choice. We did not mean to specify UPS as the only suitable carrier. ETF is not providing an account number. This is a pass though of actual costs to be added to our invoice and not considered part of the bid. Please see the bid price sheet: Postage & UPS (pass-through actual cost / not part of bid).

Q3	For USPS distribution, are we to use the Priority Box rates?  If so, are we to calculate and include this cost in our bid, or does the State have an account that we would use?

A3	Please see the bid price sheet: Postage & UPS (pass-through actual cost / not part of bid). Per 2.2.10 Mail Prep A: vendor is to use their own mailing permit and the indicia is the vendor’s mailing permit number. In the case of 2.2.10 Mail Prep B: the USPS and ground delivery charges are also pass-through actual cost / not part of the bid. At the time of distribution, the vendor will refer to ETF guidelines for more specific instructions on which method of distribution to use based on the weight of the package.
